 The cure to self-pity is to 

quit looking inward or out-

ward.  Rather than looking 

inward or outward, we ought 

to be looking upward.  Look-

ing upward means placing 

complete trust in the Lord. 

Trust that the Lord will pro-

vide for you as He provides 

for the birds in the sky.  Trust 

that the Lord will grant your 

heart’s desire.  My brothers 

and sisters, be hungry for the 

Lord as you are hungry for 

food.  Do not rely on your 

own hunger or desire.  Trust 

and lean on the Lord always. 

This is the only way to raise 

ourselves from self-pity and 

be truly happy.    

 On the Saturday night’s 

prayer line, Mother Love 

talked about the Lord’s Heal-

ing.
